N o w even that name has 

disappeared from Birkbeck's administration, so the Commit tee 

dec ided that, since many of our members have taken the Dip loma, we 

should call ourselves the Birkbeck Alumni History of Art Society. 

Anyone who has comple ted a Birkbeck course is a member of the 

col lege's Birkbeck Alumni Society. 

For some time we have all been aware that government spending 

on adult further educat ion has been painfully diminished. The range of 

Certif icate and Dip loma courses offered at Birkbeck is pitiful compared 

to that of six or seven years ago and the price has increased from £45 

in 1996/7 to £600 in 2010/11. 

The Commi t tee felt that it would be worth asking the membership 

whether U L E M H A S should arrange some short courses in Central 

London to fill what has become a gap in learning opportunities. The 

questionnaire sent out in December by our Treasurer, John Dunlop, 

elicited a most positive response so John has set up a year's 

programme of three five-week courses. 

Details of all three have already been circulated including 

application forms for the first two, on Lorenzo Lotto, led by Clare Ford-

Wi l le , and The Medieval Cloister by John McNei l l . Appl icat ion forms 

for the third are enclosed with this Review. Professor Barrie Bullen's 

lecture on the Byzantine Revival was a great success and we had no 

hesitation in asking him to do a course for us on Aestheticism in Late 

Victorian Britain, which will be a g o o d introduction to the exhibit ion to 

be held at the V & A next Apr i l . 

These 2010/2011 courses will be something of an experiment but, 

if they are successful, we shall add organising short courses to our 

activities. I must emphasise here that our ability to offer an annual 

Review, lectures, study days, holidays and now short courses, is solely 

due to the quality of our Commi t tees whose members are unfailingly 

energetic and efficient, and to whom the membership owes a great 

deal . Response to these courses has been most enthusiastic. 

The Review Panel would like to thank all our authors for their 

generous contributions and also express gratitude to the Tate Gallery 

and National Gallery Press Off ices for their help.
